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MESSAGE FROM THE CHAIR -  
WITH POLIO, OUR DETE RMINATION MUST NOT WAVER  

On 24 October, we mark World Polio Day. It is a time to reflect on the progress we have 

made and to strengthen our resolve for the work ahead. It is a time to raise awareness of 
our efforts to eradicate polio, and to help meet Rotaryôs US$200 Million Challenge.  

We have come a long way. We have reduced the number of polio cases by over 99 

percent, from more than 350,000 a year in the 1980s to about 1,650 in 2008. We have 
brought the number of endemic countries from 125 to 4. And we have vaccinated over 

two billion children.  

We are proud of these accomplishments, and we are closer than ever to achieving our 
goal of worldwide eradication. But we must recognize that our greatest enemy is 

complacency. We cannot slacken our efforts now, because as long as there is wild 

poliovirus anywhere, the disease can easily spread again. The number of cases in endemic 
countries is down this year, but the number of cases in countries where polio has been 

reintroduced has increased significantly ï a reminder of how polio knows no borders, and 
how vigilant we must remain.  

Polio is still endemic in Afghanistan, India, Nigeria, and Pakistan. Difficult terrain, civil 

unrest, remote settlements, poor sanitation, and terrible poverty are just some of the 
obstacles to immunization. But we, and our partners in the Global Polio Eradication 

Initiative, are determined to continue our work with persistence and creativity.  

I have been inspired by the incredible strides already made this year: In one 10 -day 
period, a total of 222,270,331 children in 22 countries were immunized against polio. The 

effort and the commitment are phenomenal. This is a testament to the resolve that has 

brought us this far ï and that will soon bring us to our goal of complete eradication.

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FINANCIAL UPDATE FRO M THE RI GENERAL SECRETARY  
Rotary International News - 8 September 2009  Dear Rotarians: 

While we wait for Rotaryôs independent auditors to complete the audit of Rotaryôs 2008-09 financial statements, 

preliminary results indicate that Rotary International and The Rotary Foundation have weathered the recent financial 
crisis with less damage than we had feared. RIôs investment losses dropped from over US$26 million in February to 

approximately $12 million for the fiscal year ended 30 June 2009. The Rotary Foundation, which had suffered more 
severely in the investment markets, also recouped some of its losses by year-end ð going from over $222 million in 

losses in February to $164 million for the year. These reversals, along with 2008-09 spending reductions, enabled the 
Foundation Trustees to reinstate an additional $2.3 million in Matching Grant funds for 2009-10, an action that will 

strengthen Rotariansô humanitarian efforts this year. 

We have seen even more encouraging news in July and August, when market upturns further improved both RIôs and 

the Foundationôs investments. These recent gains continue to offset the unrealized losses we recorded last fiscal year. 

Some Rotarians have suggested that the Foundation consider investing the Annual Programs Fund more conservatively. 

Historically, our investment strategy had been extremely successful, enabling the Foundation to finance its 

administrative and fund development expenses for more than 20 years and to direct almost $100 million of investment 
earnings to Childrenôs Opportunity Grants, PolioPlus , and Matching Grants. However, as mentioned in my 3 June letter , 

the current financial situation may prevent us from funding these expenses with investment returns for the next few 
years. In response to this, the Investment Advisory Committee is reviewing the fundôs investment policy statement to 

address the increased risk and volatility in the financial markets, as well as the Foundationôs return and liquidity 

requirements. They will report their recommendations to the Trustees at the October meeting.  

In addition to a brighter investment picture, other measures are also helping to restore Rotaryôs fiscal health. In June, 

the RI Board and the Foundation Trustees approved austere 2009-10 budgets for RI and the Foundation that include 

substantial reductions in both staff and volunteer spending. For example, RI President John Kenny and Foundation 
Trustee Chair Glenn Estess are asking many committees to meet by correspondence or video conferencing this year, a 

measure that will save the organization many thousands of dollars. In addition, recognizing the need to reduce costs 
while maintaining effective services to Rotary clubs and districts, I have eliminated staff travel wherever possible and 

frozen staff salaries. We are currently operating the Secretariat with fewer staff than budgeted.    

Other factors are also encouraging. Small membership increases in 2008-09 have strengthened our dues base. In 
addition, contributions to the Foundation, excluding the Bill & Melinda Gates Foundation and Google Foundation grants, 

reached record levels in 2008-09 and remain strong this year. Both of these developments speak to the intrinsic value of 

Rotary International and The Rotary Foundation as a force for good in our world. While the worst of the economic crisis 
may be past, the recovery remains slow and painful. In a world marked by high unemployment, mortgage foreclosures, 

and failing businesses, Rotary service is needed now more than ever. The RI Board, Foundation Trustees, and 
Secretariat staff are all working to protect the resources that help to make this vital service possible.

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MATCHING GRANTS BUDG ET IS FULLY COMMITTED  
Rotary International News - 1 September 2009   Dear Rotarians,  

At their April meeting, The Rotary Foundation Trustees examined how the global economic crisis has affected the 

Foundationôs ability to support Rotariansô good work worldwide. Like many foundations, we have been forced to reduce 
program spending, and consequently, the Matching Grants budget was reduced for 2009-10.    

Recognizing the vital role that Matching Grants play in improving the lives of underserved communities around the 
world, the Trustees recently added an additional US$2.3 million to the 2009 -10 Matching Grants budget. These funds 

were recently made available from reduced grant spending in 2008-09.  However, at this time, despite the budget 
increase, the Matching Grants budget has been fully committed.  

As a result of the many grants that we were able to fund, our Foundation is supporting hundreds of outstanding 
projects  at a time when they are most needed. Clubs and districts that have not received Matching Grants this Rotary 

year are encouraged to fund their projects entirely with cash and District Designated Fund contributions in lieu of 
receiving a match from the Foundation. Sponsors of pending Matching Grant applications will be notified of this option 

by their grant coordinator. Please note that the project budget must be a minimum of $10,000 to use this option.   

On behalf of The Rotary Foundation Trustees, I thank you for your understanding as we persevere together through 

these challenging economic times. We look forward to a time when our Foundation can once again expand its support 
of Rotarian service worldwide.

FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS 
Despite the budget increase, the 2009-10 Matching Grant budget has been fully committed. For the remainder of the 
Rotary year, TRF will no longer process Matching Grant applications requesting a match from the Foundation. Please 
continue reading for answers to frequently asked questions regarding the Matching Grant budget.  
Q. What will happen to new applications received by The Rotary Foundation (TRF)?  
A. TRF will return applications to the sponsors and offer them the opportunity to refinance the project requesting $0 

match from the World Fund.  

Q. How can I refinance my project requesting $0 match from the World Fund?  
A. Clubs and districts are encouraged to fund their projects entirely with cash and District Designated Fund (DDF) 

contributions in lieu of receiving a match from the Foundation. The project budget must be a minimum of $10,000 to 
use this option. Please note that the host sponsor must contribute $100 (either in cash or DDF). Please also remember 

that the project financing must equal the project budget.  
Q. How will I know if my Matching Grant application was approved?  

A. Humanitarian Grants staff members are processing an exceptionally high volume of applications at this time and are 

working hard to inform sponsors of the status of their application by the end of September. Your patience is 
appreciated. If you do not receive an update about the status of your grant application by 25 September, please contact 

TRF at contact.center@rotary.org 
Q. How is it possible that some applications were approved while others were not, even though they were 

submitted to TRF at the same time?  

A. In order to provide equal support for the worthy projects of Rotarians worldwide, Matching Grant applications were 
processed in the order in which they were received and approved in the order in which they were completed and met all 

Trustee requirements for funding.  
Q. My application was reverted but I resolved all of the issues. Can I resubmit it now?  

A. Yes, you may resubmit the application provided that you submit a revised financing plan that requests $0 match from 
TRF. The total project financing should consist of at least $10,000 in cash and DDF. If you are able to secure outside 

sources of funding, please make sure you indicate those as well. Please remember that total project financing and total 

project budget should match.  
Q. If my grant has already been approved, will it still be processed for payment?  

A. Yes. Any grants that have already been approved this Rotary year or in previous years will not be affected and will be 
processed for payment once the payment requirements have been fulfilled.  

Q. What happens if too many Competitive Matching Grant applications are submitted and my application 

cannot get funding?  
A. The October 2009 Competitive Matching Grant round is likely to be very competitive. Consequently only the strongest 

applications will receive TRF support. Sponsors may choose to substitute DDF for the original World Fund match in order 
to ensure funding for larger projects (which would then not be considered Competitive).  

Q. What will happen to Matching Grants during 2010 -11?  

A. The Trustees will approve the 2010-11 budget during their April 2010 meeting. Until that time, we do not know how 
much money will be available for Matching Grants. However, while there have been some improvements in The Rotary 

Foundationôs investments, it is unlikely that we will see a significant increase in the budget from 2009-10. 
Q. Has TRF cut staffing resources since the budget was reduced?  

A. The Humanitarian Grants Division has reduced the number of program staff and has delayed hiring for multiple 
positions in order to conserve TRF resources. Each coordinator currently has over 350 grants that they coordinate and 

will continue to add to that number as applications are submitted in the 2009 -10 Rotary year. Additionally, there are 

over 6,000 grants currently open totaling over $150,000,000 in funding. Staff members are needed to coordinate and 
process these thousands of files despite the budget reduction.

DISTRICT ROTARY FOUN DATION SEMINAR ANNOUNCEMENT  
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PUSH TO END POLIO GA INS GROUND  

Although the Global Polio Eradication Initiative (GPEI) has faced sobering 

challenges in the past year, officials say it is moving forward in key political, 
technical, financial, and operational areas. 

Stepped-up efforts to end the disease in the four endemic countries -- 

Afghanistan, India, Nigeria, and Pakistan -- are paying off, they say.  

"Rotary International has played an extraordinarily special role [in the GPEI], not 

just as one of the initiators but in bringing financial resources, political advocacy, 
and volunteerism on the ground to getting the job done," said Dr. Bruce Aylward, 

director of the GPEI at the World Health Organization, speaking to the National 

Press Club in Washington, D.C., in June. 

Aylward said that all levels of government in the four countries are committing 
unprecedented support for the polio eradication effort by monitoring the 

performance of immunization activities and holding local authorities accountable 

for the results.  

According to WHO, the incidence of polio in India in 2009 has dropped by 28 
percent to 284 cases as of 8 September, compared with 397 cases over the same 

period a year ago. Monthly immunization campaigns in the highest -risk areas have 

reduced wild poliovirus type 1 -- the more dangerous of the two remaining strains 
-- to record lows. Type 1 causes paralysis in about 1 out of every 200 children 

infected, versus 1 out of every 1,000 children with type 3.  

In Nigeria, the incidence of polio has decreased by 41 percent to 379 cases, from 646 cases a year ago. By early 2009, 

the proportion of unimmunized children in the highest -risk states had fallen below 10 percent for the first time.  

Unrest along the Afghanistan-Pakistan border has resulted in a slight increase in the number of cases in both countries 
in the past year. Between large-scale immunization campaigns, however, teams have exploited lulls in the conflict to 

enter normally inaccessible areas and give children an additional dose of vaccine. In Afghanistan, the wild poliovirus is 

endemic only in the south, and about 80 percent of children live in polio -free areas. 

Rotarians in Pakistan have encouraged the national government to give strong support to ending polio. In early 2009, 
Pakistan launched the Prime Minister's Action Plan for Polio Eradication. On behalf of Rotary International in August, 

International PolioPlus Committee Chair Robert S. Scott recognized Pakistan's president, Asif Ali Zardari, with a Polio 

Eradication Champion Award for his outstanding support for a polio-free world. Read more 

A new vaccine will be introduced in India as early as November to help stop the transmission of the type 1 and type 3 
wild polioviruses. (Type 2 has been eradicated globally except in Nigeria.) This bivalent vaccine, health officials believe, 

will multiply the gains made during the past year toward eradicating polio. Intended to complement, not replace, 

monovalent and trivalent vaccines already in use, the bivalent vaccine will also be considered for Afghanistan, Nigeria, 
and Pakistan. 

Worldwide, the number of polio cases has dropped from more than 350,000 in 1988, when the GPEI began, to 1,651 in 
2008. 

"This is a great improvement from the worst days of polio epidemics," said Rotary Foundation Trustee Chair Glenn E. 

Estess Sr. "But it is not good enough, and it will not be good enough until the number is zero. We cannot pause or 

slacken our efforts." 

Global health experts are calling the push to end polio "the final inch," in light of the remaining 1 percent of cases that 
are the most difficult and expensive to prevent. Rotary's US$200 Million Challenge, which ends 30 June 2012, is seen as 

crucial to the initiative's success. 

"This is an absolutely devastating disease that affects the poorest, most marginalized communities in the world," 

Aylward said. "We have the tools to eliminate it forever."

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 GSE BREAKS NEW GROUND 

For 33-year-old Robb Martin, the 2009 Group Study Exchange between Rotary 

districts 5490 (Arizona, USA) and 9680 (New South Wales, Australia) offered more 
than the opportunity to compete in a sailboat race, summit a mountain, and meet 

with other law enforcement officers.  

It was also a once-in-a-lifetime chance to participate in Rotaryôs first-ever all-

wheelchair GSE. 

A former patrol officer from Prescott, Arizona, Martin became paralyzed from the 
chest down following a 2005 vehicle accident, but continues to work for the police 

department in the dispatch center.  

"The whole point [of the GSE] was to dissolve the perception of people in 

wheelchairs," Martin explains. "Just because weôre in wheelchairs doesnôt mean 
that we canôt do things that able-bodied people can do." 

The idea for an all-wheelchair GSE started two years ago when Charlie Tegarden, 
2008-09 governor of District 5490, struck up a conversation with Darol Kubacz in 

an airport. The two were returning from Mexico where they had helped distribute 
wheelchairs to the needy as part of a Rotary project. Kubacz, a wheelchair user, 

was curious to learn more about Rotary, and Tegarden was happy to oblige.  

"Eventually, the conversation turned to Group Study Exchange," Tegarden recalls. "As I was talking about how great 

GSE was, I was thinking to myself that it was too bad that a person like [Kubacz] could not participate. How could he 
possibly travel? é Then the obvious struck me -- he was sitting right there with me in the Mexico City airport! Why 

couldnôt he participate in a GSE?" 

Determined to host an all -wheelchair GSE, Tegarden found a partner in Tony Castley, 2008-09 governor of District 

9680, whom he met at the 2007 RI Convention in Salt Lake City, Utah. Past district governors Harold Sharp (9680) and 
Don Schiller (5490) coordinated the exchange, and the idea became reality. Kubacz, now a member of the Rotary Club 

of Phoenix-West, served as the Arizona team leader. 

Some Rotarians were initially a little uneasy about an all-wheelchair GSE because of a perception that disabled people 

"are either subnormal or unable to live and travel independently and hold down full -time, worthwhile employment," says 
Sharp, a member of the Rotary Club of Crows Nest, New South Wales, and the GSEôs cochair. "As a result of the 

exchange, the attitude in our district has totally changed."  

Sharp, who is retired from a career in nonprofit management, counts himself in that group. "Though I have for many 

years been involved with people with disabilities, the wheelchair GSE allowed me to become very involved on a day-to-
day basis. It was only then that I realized that I was totally underestimating [disabled peopleôs] abilities and desire to be 

judged on their results and not their appearances."  

In Arizona, "we've opened the door now to people with disabilities," says Schiller, a member of the Rotary Club of 

Prescott-Sunup and the district's GSE chair. "We might not do another all-wheelchair GSE, but I can see disabled people 

participating in our next GSE, just like anyone else." 

As for Martin, he's considering joining the Prescott-Sunup club. 

"As a police officer, I was able to serve the community, and that was very fulfilling to me," Martin says. "Now, I have 

found a way to fill that void and still get out there and help the community.  

"I'd like to be a team leader in a future GSE."

END POLIO NOW  

To my Rotary Club Family Members:  

I ask you for a little help and support, please.  

Rotary has a web site that was designed to give the information on our polio eradication efforts and give non Rotarians 
a complete overview of our efforts as well as an  opportunity to participate with a contribution.   To date, that site has 

not been used much for the reason that Rotarians are not asking their friends and associates to log on, read about it, 

and then consider supporting our cause.
