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ROTARY RAISES THE PI ~ TCH FOR POLIO ERADICATION

Earlier there was no public outrage
to eradicate polio the way it is now.
Donor’s protest about polio still linger-
ing in India was put on hold with the
assurance that Rotary clubs here will
up the ante with
their contributions
and physical assist-
ance before, during
and after the NIDs.
But when Bihar,
Uttar Pradesh,
Delhi, Punjab and
Jharkhand reported
fresh cases of polio
during the weeks
that have gone by it
ignited public anger.
This year 2009 was
a revelation of our
weakness but not a
revolution to finish
the battle against
the polio virus.
It revealed the true nature of Rotary
club’s power by stripping away the
deceptive trappings of a superpower to
save the children of India. In essence,
what happened was that we belatedly
saw through the lethargy of clubs
and District Governors to mobilise
resources to end the battle against
polio by eradicating it this year.
Rotary International said that the
eradication of polio is not just the end
of the disease but the end of history
of the virus as such. That history has
nearly ended with the virus being
totally eradicated in all but four
countries. Over 30 years of a costly
war against polio nearly came to aclose
few years ago. We failed to seize the
opportunity. Elsewhere in the world
the present generation does not know
about polio. If you want to know how
to end it in India immediately check out
what other countries did. Take the help

of the National Committee Members
of IPPC. The District Governors must
include a session on polio eradication
in their conference. It is appalling to
see the PolioPlus Chairs in the clubs

‘Polio.” As long as the Polio Sundays
are considered to be yet another
occasion for a fellowship and clubs
don’t clean up their act, the chances are
that we may lose our shine as pioneers
of a global healthcare programme.

I see that grandiose plans are being
made right now for pre-PETS, PETS
and District Assembly by the District
Governors of 2010-2011. Such events
are organised in exotic locales within
India and earlier even abroad! At the
end of these events I wonder how
many club leaders remember what
happened in the classrooms. I am not
advocating that such sessions should
be held under the Banyan tree or in a
shanty. But the point I am stressing,
as the member of the International
PolioPlus Committee, is that until each

forums, the District
Governors do not
seriously believe in
Bill Gates, Sr. committing extr.a
resources for this
programme. Polio
eradication has two parts—one involving
the cost of advocacy and the other cost
of delivery of the vaccine. Rotary has
to tackle the first immediately and bring
more children under the immunisation
programme. Unless every Rotary club
can do more than focus on the past,
the next year might not be any better.
But now is your chance to eradicate
whatever is left of
the polio virusin a
few places. Make
yourself part of
Indian history by
eradicating polio
and of India’s
future.

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FINANCIAL UPDATE FRO M THE RI GENERAL SECRETARY

Dear Rotarians, Rotary International News  -30 November 2009

| am happy to report continuing improvement in the financial picture for Rotary International and The

Rotary Foundation since my last communication on 8 September. Positive market performance this fiscal
year through September resulted in investment earnings of US$11 million for Rotary International and
$58 million for The Rotary Foundation. We are continuing to see further improvement this quarter,
though the markets remain volatile.

Many Rotarians have expressed concern over the magnitude
was truly extraordinary in that global financial markets suffered their greatest losses since the Great

Depression. Nearly all asset classes (stocks, bonds, real estate, etc.), including those in which the

Foundati onds assets are invested, experienced | osses. T
similar to those experienced by other major endowments and foundations.

the halfway mark. The Trustees realize that conducting multiple major fundraising initiatives
simultaneously can generate donor fatigue. Yet all are extremely important efforts that cannot be
delayed. Rotary must fulfill its promise of a polio -free world, but at the same time, we need to continue,
and expand when possible, our worldwide educational and humanitarian efforts that are supported by

the Annual Programs Fund. Fortunately, many Rotarians realize the great needs that both of these
initiatives are meeting and remain generous donors to our Foundation.

Investment returns, reserve funds, and contributions are only part of our financial picture. Controlling

costs remains a top priority for Rotary senior leaders and the Secretariat staff. Currently, operating
expenses and staffing levels remain under our tight 2009 -10 budgets for both Rl and the Foundation.
Expenses related to travel have been cut substantially. Many committees are meeting via teleconference

and webinars, and staff travel has been reduced considerably. Your Secretariat staff and Rotary senior
leaders continue to monitor spending and explore ways to further cut costs without significantly reducing

service.

CONCERT RAISES AWARE NESS, FUNDS FOR POLIO ERADICATION

Violin virtuoso ltzhak Perlman played to a sold -out audience in New
York City's Avery Fisher Hall at the Lincoln Center for the Performing

Arts on 2 December, during a benefit concert to raise money and
awareness for Rotary's efforts to eradicate polio.

Periman received several standing ovations during the fundraiser,
Rotary's first benefit concert for polio. The organization joined with
Perlman and the world -renowned New York Philharmonic to present the
event.

"The concert was very uplifting," said Charles Murphy, governor -elect of
District 7950 (parts of Massachusetts and New Hampshire). Murphy
works with people with disabilities, and one of his best friends has

survived pOliO. "I have a vision of pOliO ending." Rotary Foundation Trustee Chair Glenn E. Estess Sr.

The polio eradication campaign received more good news this week with the announcement that Rotary
has surpassed the halfway mark in its effort to raise US$200 million to match $355 million in challenge
grants from the Bill & Melinda Gates Foundation

Rotarians, many of whom traveled from great distances to attend the historic event, deemed the concert
a success. Ann Lee Hussey, Murphy's friend and a district governor -elect, said the event really helped
raise awareness about polio.

Hussey, a member of the Rotary Club of Casco Bay -Sunrise (Portland Area), Maine, is chair of the
Rotarian Action Group for Polio Survivors and Associates.

A polio survivor herself, she remembers when people with the disease were shunned, and survivors

For now, the battle continues, and ending polio is Rotary

Rotary International, the World Health Organization, UNICEF, and the U.S. Centers for Disease Control
and Prevention launched the Global Polio Eradication Initiative in 1988.

Since then, the number of polio cases has been slashed by more than 99 percent, preventing five million

cases of childhood paralysis and 250,000 deaths. However, the final 1 percent of cases are the most
difficult and expensive to prevent. The wild poliovirus remains endemic in just four countries:
Afghanistan, India, Nigeria, and Pakistan.

FIGHT AGAINST POLIO TAKES A STEP FORWARD

In a major step forward in the fight to rid the world of polio, the U.S. By Antoinette Tuscano

eradicating the disease.

Panelists speaking at UNICEF headquarters in New York City on 2
December stressed that the battle against polio may be won or lost
depending on how well all sectors of society can work together,
including governmental and nongovernmental agencies, and religious
organizations. In the areas where polio maintains its last strongholds,

Ambassador Abdul Wahab, permanent observer of the OIC to the United Nations, said that vaccinating
children against polio is consistent with teachings in the Quran to make every possible effort to take care
of children. The OIC has been on the forefront of the fight to eradicate the disease in many Muslim
countries.

Wahab also reported that the OIC secretary -general has helped secure funding for polio eradication and
contacted the presidents of Afghanistan, Nigeria, and Pakistan to encourage them to strengthen their
efforts in support of eradicating the disease. The International Islamic Figh Academy has issued an edict,

or fatwa , about the importance of parents getting their children vaccinated against polio.

Though the disease is 99 percent eradicated, reaching children who live in areas torn apart by conflict or
political upheaval has been a major hurdle.

to the Economic and Social Council of the United Nations. He said that addressing the challenges of

ending the disease requires trust in the Global Polio Eradication Initiative partners and confidence in the

solutions offered.

Barton noted that phenomenal progress has been made in t

remar kabl e, 0 he said.

United States, said Rotarians who remember what it was like to fear polio will do whatever it takes to
end it. fAWe have to keep pressing ahead.
