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SUCCESS STORY ï JOINT MATCHING GRANT PROJECT : AN EXPERIENCE SHARING 

Rtn. CA Shriniwas Kendale, member of Rotary Club of Pune East (RID 3131) is a Technical advisor on the Cadre 

of Technical Advisors of the Rotary Foundation.   

Rtn. Shriniwas conducted site visit and audit of Matching Grant No 60764 in July 2008. Here is Rtn. Shriniwas 

sharing his experience and the details of this successful endeavour é 

The purpose of the project was to help provide HDPE pipes for a pumping 

main to Katarivari Palem and Pottisubbaiah Palem for the 3 rd phase of a 

water supply project for Tsunami affected communities in Prakasam District, 

Andhra Pradesh, INDIA. 

The project has fulfilled its purpose of providing safe drinking water to the 

fishermen communities at Katarivari Palem and Pottisubbaiah Palem. These 

two communities were affected by Tsunami on 26
th
 December 2004. In this 3

rd
 

phase of the project, 6830 meters of HDPE pipe has been laid for a pumping 

main to the above two villages. This project has been successful in providing 

safe drinking water to more than 800 families consisting of more than 3000 

population at present. I had inspected the open wells containing water with 

saline, harmful for human consumption, which was the only source of drinking water prior to this project. 

Three Rotary Clubs i.e. Rotary Club of Guntur, Rotary Club of Chilkaluripet and  Rotary Club of Vetapalem have carried 

out three phases of the total project under Matching Grants No. MG 58395, MG 58877 and MG 60764. This is an 

excellent example of joint efforts of three Rotary Clubs working in total synergy and co-operation with each other.  The 

club has obtained Water Analysis Report, dated 19
th
 Feb 2007, from Natural Resources Development Co-operative 

Society Limited. The total amount of interest earned in the bank account has been utilized in the execution of this project 

at the end.  

I have noticed that all these three clubs worked in total co-operation with each other for its success. Rotarians of all 

three clubs were present during my visit. I met the Sarpanch and representatives of both these communities. The labour 

work of physically lifting of the HDPE Pipes and laying has been carried out by the beneficiaries i.e. the fishermen from 

the beneficiary villages.  

I found that the entire project has been carried out in the best possible manner that any Rotary Club should ideally carry 

out. These clubs are actively involved in community projects for these communities and carry lot of respect in these 

communities.  I may conclude stating that this Matching Grant Project is a Total Success. The beneficiaries have 

expressed their satisfaction for getting safe drinking water at their doorsteps.

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PENNIES FOR POLIO PAYS BIG DIVIDENDS FOR ROTARY'S CHALLENGE 
By Dan Nixon, Rotary International News -- 27 August 2009  To Michael Leone, 2008-09 governor of District 7120 (New York, USA), the idea of 

inviting children to help protect other children against polio made perfect sense. 

So when Leone and Past District Governor Michael Popolizio went to work 
planning Pennies for Polio in support of Rotary's US$200 Million Challenge , they 
envisioned basing the fundraiser in the area's schools. 

After receiving the support of the district Rotary Foundation committee and district 
advisory council, Leone presented Pennies for Polio to the club presidents in 
January through a letter, PolioPlus fact sheet, and PowerPoint presentation. 

Fifty-eight Rotary clubs and 30 Interact clubs helped the project get underway in 
March and April by placing Pennies for Polio collection jars in schools throughout 
the district. School fundraisers lasted one to two weeks, with many featuring 
competitions among grade levels and a pizza party for the winning grade. 

The Rotary Club of Honeoye Falls-Mendon produced a video about polio to show 
in local elementary schools and printouts for teachers to use with students in the 
classroom. 

"The teachers used the project to teach children about world health issues and 
how polio once plagued the United States," says Honeoye Falls-Mendon club 
member Tracy Main. "To my amazement, the children raised over $5,000 in 10 
days." 

Pennies for Polio tallied more than $100,000 in all for Rotary's challenge. 

"One of the most gratifying moments for me was to hear high school students educating their communities about the 
polio eradication effort and Rotary's work in this important task," Leone says. 

"Ninety-nine percent of polio is already eradicated," said Jennifer Riekstins, a member of the Interact Club of Webster 
Schroeder High School, in a local TV news interview. "We're trying to eradicate the final 1 percent, and that's the most 
difficult, most expensive to do." 

Added club president Carly Blake, "It makes us feel great that our community and our school are doing something to 
help other people in need."

FOUNDATION HONORS PHILIPPINE BUSINESS LEADER, PHILANTHROPIST

Emilio T. Yap became the first Filipino inducted into the Arch C. Klumph Society, which honors 
donors who give at least US$250,000 to The Rotary Foundation, during a ceremony on 11 August. 

Yap and his wife, Lydia, were unable to attend the ceremony at RI World Headquarters in Evanston, 
Illinois, USA. In their absence, Ambassador Hilario G. Davide Jr., permanent representative of the 
Philippine mission to the United Nations, accepted the honor on behalf of his good friend. 

A noted business leader and philanthropist in the Philippines, Yap is the chair of the Manila Bulletin 
Publishing Corporation, which produces two newspapers and 10 leading weekly and monthly 
magazines. He is also chair of several boards, including those of the U.S. 
Automotive Company, Philtrust Realty Corporation, Philippine Trust Company, 
Manila Hotel Corporation, and Centro Escolar University. 

Yap is an honorary member of the Rotary clubs of Manila and Manila San Miguel, 
Manila, and Marikina, Rizal. He and his wife support the Foundation's Annual 
Programs Fund and Permanent Fund. 

In a statement read by Davide, Yap thanked the Foundation: "I am greatly honored 
to be part of an organization that is doing so much to make life better for countless 
millions of people around the world. Thank you so much for the honor of installing 
my name to the Arch C. Klumph Society, joining other donors worldwide who have 
steadfastly supported The Rotary Foundation." 

Yap has initiated several humanitarian activities aimed at promoting peace and 
political stability. He supports programs that contribute to economic progress and 
job growth in the Philippines, including those that offer education and technical 
training to disadvantaged Filipinos and to disaster relief workers. 

He has received more than 350 awards and citations from government, professional, and civic organizations, including 
honors from Philippine presidents. 

Yap praised the Foundation in his statement saying "your educational programs, which bring young professionals to 
other parts of the world to help enrich their technical skills and cultural knowledge, and your humanitarian grants, which 
help the needy and disadvantaged, are worthy causes," Yap said. 

Davide, a former chief justice of the Philippine Supreme Court, has been friends with Yap for nearly 30 years. 

"This is a very special privilege of mine to represent such a great humanitarian and respected leader of the Philippines," 
said Davide. "His philanthropy work covers so many areas in our country and around the world."

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LEADING BY EXAMPLE 
By Arnold R. Grahl, Rotary International News-11 Aug 2009   Only a handful of weeks into the new Rotary year, District 6900 (Georgia, USA) is 

already leading by example in giving to The Rotary Foundation. 

On 1 July, District Governor Roy Strickland challenged all 72 clubs in his district to 
give to the Annual Programs Fund , the primary source of funding for Foundation 
programs. 

"We want to condition our clubs to think 'Foundation,' and think it early," says 
Strickland. "We remind them that every month is Foundation month." 

As has been the tradition in his district, Rotarians responded generously. Each 
club in the district has contributed some amount to the Annual Programs Fund 
already this year, and several are 100% Rotary Foundation Sustaining Member 
Clubs, with every Rotarian in the club having donated at least $100 to the fund. 

"Our Rotarians have a good history of giving," says Strickland. "So all we have to do is remind them, and they respond. 

"My passion in Rotary is the Foundation," he continues. "If I'm excited about the Foundation and I can get my club 
presidents excited, they in turn will get the club members excited about it. We enjoy helping the Foundation. We've had 
the opportunity to see all the good work the Foundation does." 

In 2007-08, District 6900 had an average per capita giving of $205 to the Annual Programs Fund, a 17 percent increase 
over the previous year. The district has more than 200 Paul Harris Society members and added several more to its 
ranks this year. 

"We have one of the largest Paul Harris Societies. That gives us a great start and boost toward Annual Programs Fund 
giving," Strickland says. 

On 17 July, Hector Colon, the district's annual giving subcommittee chair and a pilot for Delta Airlines, flew to Evanston, 
Illinois, with his wife, Carol, to hand-deliver checks to Rotary Foundation General Manager John Osterlund. 

A number of other districts have come up with special ways to promote annual giving. 

Blankenship Cup 

In District 6920, also in Georgia, clubs are competing for the Blankenship Cup, named after 
2006-07 District Governor William Blankenship, who died several months after his term. 

The cup, which will be awarded for the first time this year, is given to the club with the 
highest average per capita giving to the Annual Programs Fund in the past three years. The 
trophy has room for a dozen inscriptions, with plans to have it pass from one winning club to 
the next. 

"It was a nice way to establish a tradition and do something to remember an outstanding 
individual," says 2008-09 District Governor Kenan Kern. "The cup idea just sort of 
developed, and we presented it to our college of governors." 

In District 7330 (Pennsylvania), Past District Governor Mary 
Berge brought along her Backpack of Dreams when she 
visited clubs in her district in 2008-09. The pack contained a 
water bottle, book, and a bag of rice and beans, each 
symbolizing one of the district's international service projects. 

"We wanted them to have a metaphor that they could grab on 
to," she says. 

Berge also handed out pledge cards. Club members could 
commit to donating $60 for a bio-sand filter project in the Dominican Republic, $75 for a 

project to alleviate hunger in Nicaragua, or $75 to outfit a new school in Nigeria. Though all the money went to the 
Annual Programs Fund, the district used the cards to determine how to allocate its District Designated Fund. 

"It was a way to show them what kinds of things their money was going to support," Berge said. "We kept it under $100 
because we wanted to make it affordable." 

Giving to the Annual Programs Fund totaled $218,000 in her district in 2008-09, a 32 percent increase over the previous 
year.
